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Peace Education Synergy – A step towards greater coordination and collaboration
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Summary of the Discussion:

· The meeting was really a brainstorming session and follow-up discussions will need to be held 

· Some example activities that the group would like to undertake are:

1. Establish an own dissemination point for NGOs to communicate to the general public. For example:

· create an hour programme TV/radio for NGOs on a monthly basis

· use Talkshows to disseminate issues coming from NGOs

2. This group of NGOs could sensitize other NGOs on how to interact and use the media to communicate their issues

3. Collaborate with the UN’s proposed “media encounters”

4. Create a NGO website

5. Establish regional documentation centers by collaborating with the new regional PRSP Centers or the National Library

· The group is still unsure what it would like to communicate or achieve as a group. However some ideas of what they would like to communicate are:

1. What the roles of NGOs are in society

2. What individual NGOs do and where they can be found or located

3. Assist the Media with capacity building on certain “issues”.

Follow-up actions:

1. The NGO group will meet with IMPACS (who will present their monitoring of the media in Guyana at the International Conference on Governance, Conflict Analysis and Conflict Resolution) on Monday 9 February 2004. Lawrence Lachminsingh, UNDP, will arrange the meeting.

2. After the meeting, the NGO group will establish a draft plan of action for the NGO group including its vision, goals, and objectives.
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
